4.   FIRST AID MEASURES  
GENERAL:  
In all cases of doubt, or when symptoms persist, seek medical attention. Never give anything by mouth to an unconscious person.  
INHALATION: 
Remove to fresh air, keep the patient warm and at rest. If breathing has stopped, administer artificial respiration. Give nothing by mouth. If unconscious, place in the recovery position and seek medical advice.

5.  FIREFIGHTING MEASURES:  

EXTINGUISHING MEDIA: 
Recommended: alcohol resistant foam, CO2, powder, water spray/mist.  
NOT to be used: water jet.     
RECOMMENDATIONS: 
Fire will produce dense black smoke containing hazardous products of combustion (see Section 10). Exposure to decomposition products may be a hazard to health. Appropriate self-contained breathing apparatus may be required. Cool closed containers exposed to fire with water spray. Do not allow run-off from fire fighting to enter drains or water-courses.
6.   ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES: 
Exclude sources of ignition and ventilate the area. Exclude non-essential personnel. Avoid breathing vapours. Refer to protective measures listed in Sections 7 and 8. 7.   HANDLING AND STORAGE:  

Handling  
Vapours are heavier than air and may spread along floors. They may form explosive mixtures with air. Prevent the creation of flammable or explosive concentrations of vapour in air and avoid vapour concentrations higher than the occupational Exposure Limit Values. 

The Manual Handling Operations Regulations may apply to the handling of containers of this product. To assist employers, the following method of calculating the weight for any pack size is given. Storage  

Although the storage of this product is not subject to specific statutory  requirements, the principles contained in the HSE guidance notes Storage of Flammable Liquids in Containers and Storage of Packaged Dangerous Substances, should be observed. Observe the label precautions. Store between 5 C and 25 C in a dry, well-ventilated place away from sources of heat, ignition and direct sunlight. No smoking. Prevent unauthorised access. Containers which are opened should be properly resealed and kept upright to prevent leakage. Store separately from oxidising agents and strongly alkaline and strongly acidic materials.       
8.   EXPOSURE CONTROLS AND PERSONAL PROTECTION:  

Exposure Controls:  

Provide adequate ventilation. Where reasonably practicable this should be achieved by the use of local exhaust ventilation and good general extraction. If these are not sufficient to maintain concentrations of solvent vapours and/or particulates below the relevant occupational Exposure Limit Values, suitable respiratory protective equipment should be worn.
Occupational Exposure Controls:  

All personal protective equipment, including respiratory protective equipment, used to control exposure to hazardous substances must be selected to meet the requirements of the COSHH Regulations. 10. STABILITY AND REACTIVITY: 

Stable under the recommended storage and handling conditions (see Section 7).
